1. The project must be Investigation and Research of Neuroblastoma.

2. The applicant, an individual or the head of a research team, has to fill the following requirements:

a) He or she must be a Pediatrician or a Pediatric Specialist.



b) He or she must be a Spanish Resident.

c) He or she must work in a center or institution with the capacity for a national scientific investigation.

3. The GRANT is to be a maximum of two years with an endowment of 12,000 Euros paid in two 6,000 Euro instalments, one at the start of each year of the duration of the grant.

In any published work based on information deriving from this project, the grantee will make note of the aid received from The Enriqueta Villavecchia Private Foundation for Infantile Oncology.

4. The application should be accompanied by the following documentation:

a) Curriculum Vitae of the candidate, photocopy of both sides of the candidate’s D.N.I and two recent, identification-card-sized photos.

b) Report on an investigation project on “Neuroblastoma” (maximum 10 pages).

c) Letter of support and acceptance from the National Center chosen to be the center where the investigatory research is to be done.

5. The applications should be presented as follows:

a) Original and five copies turned in to the secretary of The Enriqueta Villavecchia Private Foundation for Infantile Oncology before 12:00 on September 15, 2002.

b) By mail, postmarked on or before September 15, 2002:

c) Only those documents included in the original remittance will be accepted.

6. All of the applications will be evaluated by a jury which is to be named specifically for this purpose by the patronage of The Enriqueta Villavecchia Private Foundation for Infantile Oncology. The decision of the jury is final and it is possible that the grant will not be awarded.

7. The decision of the jury will be made before the 30th of November, 2002, and will be communicated immediately to the applicant.  The first instalment of grant monies will also be made at this time. The name of the grantee will be made public at the Annual Meeting of the Spanish Pediatric Oncology Society in May of 2003.

8. The grantee will present a report to The Enriqueta Villavecchia Private Foundation for Infantile Oncology at the end of the first year of research.  The report, necessary for the continuation of the subsidy, will include information about the development of the work done.  A final report on the results of the work done will also be presented. The final report will be presented at the Annual Meeting of the Spanish Pediatric Oncology Society.

9. The documentation presented in the convocation will not be returned, nor will correspondence referential to it be maintained.

10. Applications not following these guidelines will not be considered.

11. The voluntary refusal of the grant during the time period corresponding to the grant will deem it the obligation of the grantee to return 30% of the grant monies received at the time of the refusal to The Enriqueta Villavecchia Private Foundation for Infantile Oncology.
